Brenda’s Winemaking

Handle with care. My Zinfandel was treated to gentle winemaking
and oak aging. Fermentation took place in an open-top tank, with
hand punch-downs. This approach prevents harsh tannins from being
imparted to the wine and allows the wine to be fruit-forward. My 2012
vintage was aged in 100% French Oak barrels for 18 months.

Tasting Notes

Our 2012 mbf Zinfandel has a lovely garnet color and opens to won-
derful aromas of black pepper and cherries. The flavor palette is pre-
dominated by black cherries and plums. In keeping with the character-
istics of this beloved varietal, the tannins are moderate and the acidity
is relatively high. The result is a bold wine that is light to medium bod-
ied and with a smooth mouthfeel. This is a lovely and balanced wine.
